Enroll in a Nelnet 
payment plan to get affordable monthly, interest-free payments. Interested in a work study job? 

New students who will 
be living on campus will receive communications from Residence Life throughout the summer. Students living 
on campus can check-in between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. in Vermilion Hall.
